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Quick Guide

1. Before Installing

Ensure that the shipped package contains the following items:

MediaPack Multimedia Home Gateway

1 x RJ-11 telephone cable

1 x RJ-45 Ethernet cable

12V AC/DC power adaptor (use only supplied)
DECT handset and cradle

any item is missing, please contact your sales representative.

2. Cabling

The basic cabling of your gateway is illustrated below: 1.
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Connect the gateway to the Internet using one of the following
connectivity methods:

v" WAN Ethernet: connect the WAN port (labeled WAN) to an
external modem, using a CAT 5 Ethernet cable.
v' xDSL: connect the xDSL port (labeled xDSL)to the

telephone socket, using an RJ-11 telephone cable.
Use minimum 26 AWG wire for connecting the xDSL
port to the public switched telephone network (PSTN).

Connect the Ethernet ports, labeled LAN 1-4 to your LAN
computers, using CAT 5 Ethernet cables.

. Connect the telephone ports, labeled Phone 1-2 to analog

telephones, using RJ-11 telephone cables.

Connect the gateway to a standard 110/220 VAC electrical wall
outlet, using the supplied AC/DC power adapter.

When powered on, the gateway's Status LED turns on. When
initialization completes (~ 2 min.), the LED changes from red to
green. If the gateway is off, press the Power button located on
the rear panel to switch it on.

For wall mounting the gateway, refer to the User's
Manual.

Use only the supplied 12VDC +/-10%, tolerance, 2A, limited power source wall mount Class Il power supply adapter.
Before connecting the gateway to power, ensure that the VAC ratings match, and that you have read the Compliance and

4. Registering the DECT Handset to the Base Unit

Before you can make or receive calls, you need to register the DECT handset to the gateway's base unit:

-
1. Press the Menu softkey, and then select the Registration z icon.
2. Press the DECT LED button until (2-5 seconds) it starts flashing green; the base unit enters registration mode.

3.  On the handset, select base unit, "Base 1" to which the handset must register; the registration process begins and
"Registering - Waiting" is displayed on the handset screen. When the handset identifies the base unit, it displays its radio
frequency identification.

4. Click the Accept softkey to confirm registration.
