2. Cabling

The basic cabling of your gateway is illustrated below: 1. Connect the gateway to the Internet using one of the following
connectivity methods:

v" WAN Ethernet: Connect the WAN Ethernet port, labeled
LAN 4/WAN to an external modem with a CAT 5 Ethernet
cable.

v' xDSL: Connect the xDSL port, labeled xDSL to the
telephone socket with an RJ-11 telephone cable.

3. Installing the DECT Phone

1. On the handset, pull out the plastic tab jutting out from the battery compartment.

2. On the lower part of the gateway's front panel, remove the cover protecting the
connector for the handset cradle.
3. Attach the handset cradle to the unit by inserting it into the exposed groove and then
pushing it up so that it clicks on to the connector. Attach the removed cover to the
front of the cradle.

4. Place the handset in the cradle and leave to charge for at least 16 hours prior to initial
use.

4. Registering the DECT Handset to the Base Unit

Before you can make or receive calls, you need to register the DECT handset to the gateway's base unit:

-
1. Press the Menu softkey, and then select the Registration z icon.
2. Press the DECT LED button until (2-5 seconds) it starts flashing green; the base unit enters registration mode.

3.  On the handset, select base unit, "Base 1" to which the handset must register; the registration process begins and
"Registering - Waiting" is displayed on the handset screen. When the handset identifies the base unit, it displays its radio
frequency identification.

4. Click the Accept softkey to confirm registration.

SIP Proxy’ check box. In the ‘Proxy IP Address or Host
Name’ field, enter the ITSP’s proxy server IP address or
host name.
